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Vocabulary Word of the Day Q4 – 9: soliloquy
Definition: a dramatic or literary form of discourse in which a character talks to himself or herself
Part of Speech: 
Conjugation – the modification of a verb from its basic form. We will also use this term to reference converting words from one part of speech to another. (sanguinely – adverb; sanguineness – noun; sanguinity - noun) 
Example Sentence: David Tennant used the skull of famed pianist Andre Tchaikowsky as Yorick’s skull in the famous soliloquy from Hamlet.
