He wrote, for example, that his
ideal religion was "Roman Catholic in an easygoing Mediterranean sort of way. Lots of local saints.”
He believed that public statues should be “Confined to famous defunct chefs,” and insisted that the
only sources of public information should be technical journals and gossip.”
